Theme: Historical and geological relics of the 1771 Meiwa Tsunami

Key Words: The AD 1771 Meiwa Earthquake Tsunami, Tsunami boulders and storm deposits
Related Topics: Impact to Marine and Coastal Ecosystems, Sedimentology, Geomorphology

Description: At Ishigaki Island, numerous large coral or reef boulders are located along the coast. These boulders might have been transported by the 1771 Meiwa Tsunami (approx. 30 m in maximum run-up height), according to historical documents and scientific evidences. Alternatively, many typhoons attack the island every year. Consequently, some boulders at Ishigaki Island might have been deposited on the reef by storm waves. In this trip, we will observe boulders deposited at Ishigaki Island for studying the different influences of tsunami and storm waves on the displacement of boulders. We will also visit historical monuments of the 1771 Meiwa Tsunami.
